It
to get ,cBEs aflmea hbut we find
that, if you use the same butcher and build
up a relationship with them, it makes it
easier to get what you want on a regular
basis. There may be a lot of trial and error
at first though; i t “ s likey buying meat in a supermarket and you may have to
clean of f some fat or other unwanted parts; especially off chicken legs!
